The country’s biggest visual arts festival launches in Auckland this weekend with some of the world’s best photographers.

The 6th annual festival has attracted an exhibition from the internationally renowned Magnum Photography Agency. ‘Magnum  Light Nights’ will see the work of five nominee Magnum photographers projected onto city buildings in a free public display.  The Magnum exhibition headlines a staggering 64 shows in this year’s month long festival which starts on Friday and runs through till the 21st of June.    

Festival organiser Julia Durkin says at this year’s Festival.  “Forget your money worries come along to catch some great free photography and enjoy yourselves at our main events like Gravity Festival Tuesday and Magnum Light Nights” says Julia.

This new highlight is Gravity Festival Tuesday’ on 2nd June, where festival goers can catch 9 exhibitions opening in one night, ferried between each venue in a fleet of Mini’s. Hundreds of Mini, coffee and photography enthusiasts are expected to do the “gravity job”.
Along with the all the exhibitions around the city, there’s the chance to get involved with two major competitions.  The annual OLYMPUS Auckland Photo Day on 6 June gives photographers  one day to capture their city in a single photo while another Auckland Photo Blog competition challenges people to ‘catch’ a bus image in the Metrolink Bus Pix Competition throughout June.  

Magnum Light Nights opens the Auckland Festival of Photography on 30th May from 6pm. Viewers will see the images projected onto the North Shore City Environments building in Huron Street. From the 2nd through to the 4th of June the exhibition moves to the façade of the New Gallery, Auckland Art Gallery in Wellesley street for the “Big Little City Light Nights”..
